Summer Journeys 

The new collection includes a range of summer journeys designed to showcase Norway’s most 
spectacular scenery: 

• 10 Day Ultimate Fjords Journey – Overland from Bergen to Ålesund, this signature journey 
features the Flåm Railway, Old postal route and fjord walks in Aurland valley, alpine hikes in 
the Sunnmøre Alps, and cruises along Nærøyfjord and Geirangerfjord. 

• 8 Day Lofoten Islands Luxury Hike – Discover Norway’s Lofoten Islands on this private 
hiking journey taking in Reinebringen, Kvalvika Beach, and the dramatic Nordskot Traverse 
on unique Manshausen Island. 

• 14 Day Best of Norway’s Fjords & Lofoten Islands – A complete Norway experience from 
the fjords to the Lofotens, combining fjord walks and cruising with coastal hikes and stays 
at Norway’s best boutique lodges. 

• 5 Day Fjords Rail, Walk & Cruise from Bergen – A shorter option that begins and ends in 
Bergen, this loop journey includes the scenic Flåm Railway, guided walks in the Aurland 
Valley, and a cruise on Nærøyfjord and Sognefjord.

For those drawn to Norway in its quieter months, winter journeys highlight the season’s beauty with 
a mix of adventure and stillness: 

• 9 Day Best of Norway’s Arctic and Fjords in Winter – Chase the Northern Lights, go 
snowshoeing in the fjords, and enjoy husky sledding and luxury stays from Alta to Ålesund.
